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OFFICIAL RULES. 
 

1. Eligibility.  Only youth (ages 13-24) άƎŀǊŀƎŜ bandsέ are eligible to apply.  A number of high 
school bands will have one or more members that do not attend high school.  This is recognized 
and accepted. 

 
2. Song Requirements.  On the day of the competition, bands will be expected to play two songs.  

Along with the completed application, applicants must provide Center Point with demos1 (tape, 
CD, or DVD) of the two songs they will play (if accepted into the competition), with [printed] 
lyrics.2   Completed applications and demos must be submitted by Friday, April 4, 2008.   

 
3. Selected Bands.  The competition is limited to 15 bands.  Should over 15 bands submit a 

completed application, the name of each band, along with an audio clip ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ōŀƴŘΩǎ ŘŜƳƻ 
όƻƴŜ ǎƻƴƎΣ ōŀƴŘΩǎ ŎƘƻƛŎŜύ, will posted online at highschoolbattle.com for public voting.  Voting 
will begin Monday, April 7, 2008, and will end Friday, April 11, 2008.  Winning bands will be 
announced online and notified via e-mail/phone. 

 
4. Provisions.  Selected bands will be provided with one (1) drum kit (shell onlyτband must 

provide snare drum and cymbals).  Assorted microphones and PA system are also provided.  All 
bands must agree to use the backline provided.3 No other equipment can be used without prior 
permission from Center Point. 

 
5. Sound Check.  Selected bands will compete at the Battle of the Bands, Saturday, May 3, 2008, 

from 12:00 PM to 5:00 PM, at the Gainesville State College Amphitheater, and agree to meet 
two (2) hours prior to the event for sound check.  Any band that does not show up for sound 
check will be disqualified.   
 

6. Order of Performance.  Selected bands will perform in the order drawn at random by the Battle 
of the Bands Coordinator.

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7. Setup Time.  Selected bands will be given 20 minutes total time for set up/take down and two 
songs. 

 
8. Judging.  Selected bands will be judged on originality, musical ability, and overall impression.  

See Scoring, below, for more details. 
 

9. The Winning Band.  The winning band will be announced at the end of the competition. Final 
scores will be posted on the website. 

 
10. Equipment Removal.  All equipment must be removed from the venue at the end of the event.

11. General Information.

c. Backstage.  Only bands will be permitted backstage/sidestage (i.e., no fans/friends). 
 
d. Photography.  Any photographs taken during the competition by Center Point staff are the 

property of Center Point and may be used in publications and press to advertise the event 
and/or organization, in the present or in the future.  General photos will be posted on the 
website within one week of the event.  Individuals desiring copies of photos may contact 
Center Point at 770-535-1050 and receive such for a nominal fee. 

 
 
TIME TABLE. 
 
Time and Location of Event.  The competition will be held at the Gainesville State College Amphitheater, 
and is scheduled for Saturday, May 3, 2008, from 12:00 PM to 5:00 PM.  Should the competition be 
cancelled due to inclement weather, it will be rescheduled for the following Saturday, May 10, 2008, 
from 12:00 PM to 5:00 PM, at the same location.  Directions to the event, and a map of the campus, can 
be found here and here. 
 
 
COMPETITION SCORING. 
 

1. Judges/Points Value System.  There will be three (3) judges present.  Bands will be judged on 
originality, musical ability , and overall impression.  With respect to these three (3) categories, 
judges will be asked to rate each band using the following [points] system: poor (20 pts),

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average (40 pts), above average (60 pts), and excellent (100 pts).4 Bands will perform two (2) 
songs each.  Each song will be scored. 
 
Bands will be given 20 minutes total time for set up/take down and two songs. 
 

2. Audience/Points Value System.  The audience will be allowed to vote for their favorite band(s) 
throughout the course of the competition.  Voting will end 15 minutes after the last band has 
completed its set.  Audience voting is strictly monetary.  Each vote costs one dollar ($1).  
Audience members can vote as frequently as they wish and as many times as they want, until 
voting has ended.
